If relevant, an H-index (Web of
Science, Scopus or Google Scholar) together with number of publications and number of
quotes the H-index is based on, is attached. Google Scholars preferably use Harzing’s Publish
or Perish. For nominations in the field of humanities, a complete list of published articles

should be enclosed.
